Change in terminology from BMC to CMC
  EA AB Guidance Notes
The term BMC referring to a calibration laboratory’s measurement capability is to change to CMC by end 2010 as described in the attached ILAC Circular and EA Announcement.

It should be understood that this is a change only in the words used to describe the capability.  It does not affect any calculations or assessed capabilities.

EA ABs should change the term used on their certificates schedules, scopes or annexes of accreditation by the end of the year 2010. 
It is expected that AB guidance and criteria documents referring to BMC will be changed at the next opportunity for revision, replacement or review, but that the public statement of laboratory capability ie the schedule, certificate or annexe will be changed by the end of 2010. 

In order to minimise the risk of market confusion or perception of difference between laboratories with the old and the new terminology ABs may wish to make the change for all laboratories simultaneously.   Alternatively they may wish to phase the change over time having made an announcement to their laboratories about the change in terminology.
The attached documents are the ILAC Circular, the EA Announcement and a Q&A sheet to offer laboratories for guidance.
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
